The uncertainty of this time is stressful. In addition to the five Employee Assistance Program (EAP) sessions
per incident available to all employees annually, due to COVID-19, an additional five sessions are available
between now and September 30 — and they do not need to be COVID-related.

Opportunities also abound to join with our colleagues and residents in collective action. This week our
Office of Equity partnered with Dallas Truth, Racial Healing and Transformation to host the first in a three-
part Community Conversation on Racial Equity. The Office of Welcoming Communities and Immigrant
Affairs (WCIA) launched a new community resource hub helping all within our city avail themselves of
tools to navigate this unprecedented time. Our Youth Commission also kicked off an anti-racism campaign
challenging their peers to #MakeADifference.

While there is no single solution to address all the health, economic, and racial challenges our community
faces, each of us can contribute meaningfully. Thank you for continuing to be flexible and innovative
during these changing times.

Please stay safe and know that you play a vital role in the health, strength, and ultimate recovery of our
city. We are moving forward as One Dallas — together!
