BACKFLOW AGREEMENT
WHEREAS, 
























(hereinafter referred to as “Tenant” whether one or more natural persons or legal entities) is the Tenant on the land described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and made a part hereof for all purposes pursuant to a lease with the City of Dallas dated 




, (“the lease”)(hereinafter referred to as “the property”); and

WHEREAS, in order to serve a structure constructed on the Property, pursuant to the Lease, Tenant has requested the City of Dallas (hereinafter referred to as “City”) to furnish wastewater service in 









; and

WHEREAS, Tenant has been refused a wastewater connection to the Property and has been advised that the refusal is based upon the probability of a backflow from the wastewater main into the Property because of the existing grade of the Property and the improvements located thereon; and

WHEREAS, Tenant, being fully aware of the conditions surrounding the Property and the probability of a backflow into the same from the City’s wastewater main, has agreed, in the event Tenant is permitted to make the desired wastewater connection, to release and hold City, its successors and assigns, harmless from any and all liability or responsibility for any damage that may in the future be sustained by the Property resulting from the backflow or backflows from said wastewater main into the Property; and

WHEREAS, Tenant has agreed to install and maintain backflow check valves or any other devices Tenant deems necessary to prevent the probability of a backflow from said wastewater main into the Property, it being Tenant’s and Tenant’s successors’, heirs’, administrators’, tenants’ and assigns’ sole responsibility, liability, and duty to install and maintain same and at no time ever to require the construction or maintenance of any such device by the City, its successors and assigns; Now, Therefore,

KNOW ALL BY THESE PRESENTS:


That Tenant, being fully aware of the facts and conditions hereinabove recited, in consideration of the City’s permitting Tenant to connect the Property to the said wastewater main, does for Tenant and Tenant’s successors, heirs, administrators, tenants and assigns:  (1) forever release and hold harmless City, its successors and assigns, from any and all responsibility and liability for damages that may be sustained by the Property and improvements thereon as a result of the backflow or backflows from said wastewater main onto or into the Property; (2) further forever covenant and agree never to file any claim, lawsuit or other legal action against City on any grounds whatsoever for any damage sustained by the Property and improvements thereon as a result of the backflow or backflows from said wastewater main onto or into the Property; and (3) further release City, its successors and assigns, of any duty to install or maintain backflow check valves or any other devices deemed necessary to prevent such backflows.  It is intended to make all of the terms of the Backflow Release a covenant running with the land forever.
