


The FY 2014-15 Fee Ordinance will include the following provision: 

 SECTION X.  That Paragraph (4) of Subsection (c) of Section 18-11, “Specifying 

Charges for Disposal of Solid Waste Materials,” of Chapter 18, “Municipal Solid Wastes,” of the 

Dallas City Code, as amended, is amended to read as follows: 

 “(4)   Payment of the disposal service charge under a disposal service contract will be 

calculated in accordance with the terms of the contract and this subsection. The initial disposal 

service charge for each solid waste disposal contract entered into pursuant to this subsection will 

be the disposal service charge in effect under Subsection (b)(2) on the date the contract is 

executed. On October 1 of each calendar year, the disposal service charge will may be increased 

by the percent change, if any, between the June consumer price index for the current calendar 

year and the June consumer price index for the prior calendar year, except that the annual 

increase in the disposal service charge may not exceed six percent during any calendar year. The 

percent change will be determined by the director using The Consumer Price Index for All Urban 

Consumers (CPI-U) for the South Region for All Items, 1982-84=100, published by the United 

States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics. This Consumer Price Index adjustment 

to the disposal service charge will only be applied if there is an equal or greater percentage 

increase in the gate rate for the next fiscal year. The contractor must pay the disposal service 

charge on a monthly basis. At the end of each contract year, the director of sanitation shall 

perform a reconciliation to determine the actual tonnage of solid waste disposed of at the landfill 

under the contract in that contract year and to make any adjustments to the amounts finally owed 

by the contractor.” 
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
