• Teaching life-long skills of decision making, negative peer pressure reversal, problem-solving, 

conflict management and character education 
• Creating a positive environment for students to interact with police officers

The purpose of this presentation is to familiarize the Committee with Dallas Fire-Rescue Department's 
abilities to respond to situations where Hazardous Materials have escaped their container and 
threaten:

Goals: 
• To reduce injury to citizens contaminated by Hazardous Materials 
• To prevent death of citizens 
• To prevent harm to water systems 
• To prevent harm to the cities infrastructure 

The Definition of Hazardous Materials: 
• HazMat / Hazardous Materials - Any substance or material in any form or quantity that poses 

an unreasonable risk to safety, health and property when transported in commerce. (DOT 49 
CFR 171)
