4. Upcoming Agenda Item 

A public hearing to receive comments to amend the City of Dallas’ Thoroughfare Plan to change the 
dimensional classifications of (1) Beckley Avenue from IH-30 to Greenbriar Lane from a six-lane divided 
roadway [M-6-D(A)] within 100-feet of right-of-way to a special six-lane undivided (SPCL 6U) roadway 
with a center turn lane, a cycle track and recommended off-peak parking within 100-feet of right-of-way; 
(2) Beckley Avenue from Greenbriar Lane to Colorado Boulevard from a six-lane divided roadway [M-6-
D(A)] within 100-feet of right-of-way to a special six-lane divided (SPCL 6D) roadway with a cycle track 
within 100-feet of right-of-way and 72 feet of pavement; (3) Beckley Avenue from Colorado Boulevard 
to Zang Boulevard from a six-lane divided roadway [M-6-D(A)] within 100-feet of right-of-way to a 
special six-lane divided (SPCL 6D) roadway with cycle track within 88-feet of right-of-way and 64 feet of 
pavement; (4) Zang Boulevard from Jefferson/Houston Viaduct to Oakenwald Street from a six-lane 
divided roadway [M-6-D(A)] within 100-feet of right-of-way to a special four-lane divided (SPCL 4D) 
roadway with protected bicycle facility and a dedicated streetcar lane within 100-feet of right-of-way and 
80-feet of pavement; (5) Zang Boulevard from Oakenwald Street to Beckley Avenue from a six-lane 
divided roadway [M-6-D(A)] within 100-feet of right-of-way to a special four-lane divided (SPCL 4D) 
roadway with bicycle lanes within 100-feet of right-of-way and 80-feet of pavement; and (6) Zang 
Boulevard from Beckley Avenue to Davis Street from a six-lane divided roadway [M-6-D(A)] within 100-
feet of right-of-way to a special four-lane divided (SPCL 4D) roadway with parking in 100-feet of right-
of-way with 72-feet of pavement; and at the close of the hearing, authorize an ordinance implementing 
the change - Financing:  No cost consideration to the City
