susecT Owner-Occupied Housing Development Program Notice of Funding
Availability (NOFA) Resuits

On March 20, 2017, the Owner-Occupied Housing Development Program
Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) was made available to interested
developers to apply for City of Dallas assistance in the creation of ownership
housing opportunities throughout the city of Dallas. Developers were notified
via email and the application was posted on the City's website under
Housing Development. A distribution of the NOFA was posted at each Dallas
library. A proposer's conference was held on March 24, 2017 in City Hall for
interested developers to ask questions of the staff.

The City received ten applications from eight developers for the creation of
two-hundred twenty-one units with a requested amount of $9,741,180 (see
attached). The Housing Department estimates only $4.5M available to fund
these opportunities. Therefore, the projects will be vetted by a review
committee, underwritten, and presented to the Housing Committee for
consideration in June.
