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Path To Our New MRF

 In June of 2013,Council approved a Resource
Recovery Planning Study to determine what current
diversion options/technologies could help the City

meets its goals

- At the time, the City’s recycling contract was set to expire on
December 31, 2016 and a plan to procure a new contract or
pursue a different diversion technology needed to begin
Immediately

- The study evaluated four diversion technologies, but single
stream recycling processing was the most technically and
financially viable to pursue
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Path To Our New MRF

- Based on recommendations from the study, the
City pursued a procurement to allow proposers to

bid utilizing two methods

- Traditional processing services agreement at a new or
existing facility or build a new facility on 15 acres that would
be made available at the McCommas Bluff Landfill

* In December 2014 the City issued the RFCSP
* In September 2015, Council awarded a 15 year

contract, with two-five year renewal options, to
FCC to design, build and operate a new MRF at

the McCommas Bluff Landfill 4
