HANDGUN PROHIBITION NOTICE FOR MEETINGS OF GOVERNMENTAL ENTITITES

4, deliberating the appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, duties, discipine, or dismissal of a public officer or employee;
or to hear a complaint or charge against an officer or employee unless the officer or employee who is the sublect of the deliberation
or hearing requests a public hearing. [Tex. Govi. Code §551.074)

5. deliberating the deployment, or specific occasions for implementation, of security personnel or devices. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.076)

6. discussing or deliberating commerclal or financial information that the city has received from a business prospect that the cily seeks
to have locate, stay or expand in or near the city and with which the cily is conducting economic development negotiations, or
deliberating the offer of a financial or other incentive 1o a business prospect. [Tex Govl. Code §551.087)

7. deliberating securily assessments or deployments relating to Information resources technology, network security information, or the
deployment or specific occasions for implementations of security personnel, critical Infrastructure, or security devices. [Tex Govt
Code §551.089]
