The project is intended to enhance the Dallas Executive Airport by the development and construction of a 

Helicopter Hangar, landing pad, fueling facility and accompanying Police hangar complex.  The Dallas Police 

Helicopter Pad facility will include all existing and future physical improvements necessary. 

Request for Competitive Sealed Proposal (RFCSP) - Access Control Maintenance Contract - Develop a contract to 

maintain existing Airport Access Control System/Closed Caption TV (AACS/CCTV) System, and provide future 

upgrades.
